The Lifetime Leadership Program (LLP) empowers you to look at who you are in relation to your community-at-large, and encourages you to explore opportunities for civic awareness, community action and volunteer connections.  LLP is based on the belief that retirees can offer a wealth of experience, leadership, and vitality to your communities while enriching your own lives.  

This unique program is a partnership between Leadership Fairfax and Volunteer Fairfax, in collaboration with the Positive Aging Coalition, George Mason University, Fairfax County Neighborhood and Community Services and Area Agency on Aging.  This 2-1/2 month program offers five program days (March-May 2012), providing an overview of ways to transition into your next life chapter and insight into the Fairfax County community and its needs.  As part of the program, class teams will participate in a 4 hour community service activity during the weekend of April 21 and 22.
